Classcharts Helpful Tip

>

There are multiple ways to view homework on class charts and by default it shows homework organised by
issue date. One of the problems with this view is that homework can “disappear” after 7 days of it being
issued
Below is some guidance on how to change the view for homework schedules to help ensure nothing is
missed

Change the date range

>

The first thing you can do is change the date range for homework so that it shows homework issued more
than 7 days ago, to do this click on the calendar icon. This will then allow you to choose various different
timeframes
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View homework by due date and not issue date

>

This view allows you to see and organise homework by the date it is expected to be handed in with the
homework due first at the top of the list. This can be a helpful way of prioritising which pieces of
homework to do first
